Mr. Lai is a hardworking and responsible person.  He majored in molecular biology and immunology in the Institute of Molecular Biology of National Chung-Hsing University from 1998 to 2001.  His research project was focused on nasopharyneal carcinoma (NPC), a disease with higher incidence rate in the Southeast Asia, South China and Taiwan people.  Mr. Lai successfully confirmed several NPC-specific molecules, and concluded that the serine residue on the commercialized phage display peptide might play an important role on recognizing the NPC cell line.

Being a research assistant in the National Institute of Cancer Research of National Health Research Institutes (NHRI) since 2003, Mr. Lai aimed at the protein signaling pathways involved in the apoptosis, metastasis and migration in the lung cancer cell line.
